
“Top 10” Ranking of Subjects Americans Believe Students Should Know

In 1999, McREL commissioned the Gallup Organization to conduct a study of U.S. adults.  Americans 
were asked what subjects they thought students should know.  They could respond “definitely,” probably,” 
“probably not,” or “definitely not.”  The rankings were based on the percentage of “definitely” responses 
given by participants.  Health received the highest ranking as the subject Americans thought students 
should definitely know.
